PAYMENT INFORMATION:

Using a credit card or bank account information you may pay:

1) All fees (i.e. evaluation, examination, issuance) before you submit your application; or

2) The fee for each phase of the application process at the following times:

i) The evaluation fee before you submit your application

i) The examination fee before you take the first examination section

iii) The issuance fee(s) before you receive your license, MMD or COR.

If payment is made prior to submission of your application package, please include a copy of your receipt with your application submittal.

If an MMD is requested on the same application as a license or COR, then only the license or COR evaluation fee must be paid.

If a COR is requested on the same application as a license, then only the license evaluation fee must be paid.

If a required license examination also fulfills the examination requirement for an MMD, then only the license examination fee must be paid.

A separate issuance fee must be paid for each credential issued.

No fees are required for evaluation or issuance of an STCW certificate.

Qualified Rating:

Any deck license greater than 1600 gross registered tons with a near coastal or oceans route; Any engineer license
endorsed as Third Assistant Engineer or higher.

Any deck license with a Great Lakes or inland route regardless of tonnage; Any other deck license less than or equal to
1600 gross registered tons to include Operator of Uninspected Passenger Vessels; Any engineer license endorsed as
Chief Engineer (Limited) and below to include Designated Duty Engineer.

Examples: able seaman, qualified member of the engine department (QMED), tankerman, and lifeboatman.

Original: First issuance of a license, MMD or COR. Valid for a period of five years from the issue date.

Renewal: Issuance of an approved subsequent credential with no change in endorsement(s) or rating(s). Valid for a period of
five years from the issue date. Applicant may apply to renew a credential not more than 12 months prior to the
previous expiration date or 12 months after the previous expiration date.

Service under the authority of a credential that has expired is not authorized.

Renewal for Continuity Purposes: Issuance of an approved subsequent credential with no change in endorsement(s) or rating(s) where
the applicant is unable to meet the full requirements for renewal. Service under the authority of this
credential is not authorized when it is renewed for continuity purposes. Valid for a period of five years
from the issue date.

Endorsement: A provision added to a license or MMD which alters its scope. Examples: addition of radar observer to a deck license,

Raise of Grade:

Duplicate:

a horse-power increase to an engineer license, increase in able seaman rating (limited to unlimited), additional QMED
ratings, increase in tankerman rating (assistant to person-in-charge), addition of a tankerman cargo i.e. Dangerous
Liquids (DL) or Liquefied Gases (LG). The Expiration date will not change from the previously issued credential.
License endorsements will be issued on a separate form (CG Form 899).

An increase in the level of authority and responsibility associated with a license, MMD or COR. Examples: third mate
of any gross tons to second mate of any gross tons, third assistant engineer of any horsepower to chief engineer
(limited-oceans), ordinary seaman to able seaman, wiper to QMED, first tankerman rating.

Re-issuance of existing credential due to loss, theft or destruction with no change in endorsement(s), rating(s) or
expiration date. There is no fee charged for the issuance of a duplicate credential lost as a result of a marine casualty.
